Arrival Information 
 
You can reach the VHS Favoriten 
 
From A1/Westautobahn: 
End of A1 Auhof - straight on Hofjagdgaße - Wientalstraße - Schönbrunner Schlossstraße - 
Schönbrunnerstraße - about 11 km. Right into Gaudenzdorfer Gürtel - Margaretengürtel. After 
1.29 km exit Margaretengürtel.  Follow the sign "A2 - Eisenstadt, Graz, Zentrum, Wienerberg 
City " to the right. After 389 m right into B17 Matzleinsdorferplatz - Wiener Neustadt - and 
left at once into Gudrunstraße. After 1.8 km right into Laxenburgerstr. After 780 m turn right 
into Inzersdorfer Str.,after 170 m again right into Siccardsburggaße which gives onto 
Arthaberplatz. 
 
 
From A2 Südautobahn:  
A 23 Südosttangente - exit Anschlussstelle Favoriten - from the roundabout exit 
Grenzackerstraße - right into Laxenburgerstraße - left into Trostraße - first right into 
Siccardsburggasse which gives onto Arthaberplatz. 
 
 
From the North and East: A 22 Donauufer-Autobahn until Praterbrücke - exit A 23 Südost-
Tangente until Anschlußstelle Favoriten. From the roundabout exit Grenzackerstraße - right into 
Laxenburgerstraße - left into Troststraße und first right into Siccardsburggasse which gives 
onto Arthaberplatz. 
 
By train: 
 
From Westbahnhof:  
U6 direction Siebenhirten to Längenfeldgasse - change to 
U4 direction Heiligenstadt to Karlsplatz - change to U1 to Reumannplatz. 
From there walk through Davidgasse at the southern end of Reumannplatz direction west 
 5 (narrow) blocks to Arthaberplatz. 
 



From Süd/Ostbahnhof:  
Take the tram 18 in front of the station and go one stop to Südtiroler Platz.  
Change to U 1 and go in the direction of Reumannplatz and get off at Reumannplatz.  Exit to the 
front of the cars and walk up through Reumannplatz (southern end) to the Davidgasse and turn 
right (west) 5 (narrow) blocks to Arthaberplatz.

Despite its name (“Teacher House”), the Lehrerhaus is run as a bed and breakfast (although 
breakfast is available only from vending machines and is not included in the room rates). It is 
located in the eighth district (Josefstadt), a 5-minute walk from parliament, city hall and the 
Ringstrasse. Rooms with hot and cold running water are €29 single and €54 double; with shower 
€38 single and €68 double; with shower and WC €54 single and €86 double. These are their 
standard rates as of June 2009 with no special offer to conference participants.
